
(4) ABC Fleet
By the ABC Corporate Headquar-

ters, also called the National Support 
Center, there is the ABC Fleet, the 
trucking portion of ABC Supply Co. 
The fleet includes more than 2,000 
delivery vehicles – including flatbeds, 
panel vans, knuckle booms, conveyor 
trucks, truck-mounted cranes, pickups 
and forklifts.
(5) ABC Catalog

ABC Catalog division is in the for-
mer home of American Construction 
Metals. ABC Catalog moved due to its 
growth. Founded in 1990, ABC’s Cata-
log Division supplies the company’s 
nationwide locations with specialty 
tools and equipment that its customers 
need, said Ann Shea, HDG marketing 
coordinator.
(6) Amcraft/Mulehide

Amcraft/Mulehide and the ABC 
Gymnasium are on Prince Hall Drive, 
the south end of the entire campus. 
HDG bought this property from a neigh-
boring Beloit manufacturing company 
to house two other Hendricks-affiliated 
companies: Mule-Hide Products Co., 
Inc. and Amcraft Building Products 
Co., Inc. 

The 100-year-old facility was actu-
ally two adjoining buildings sitting at 
different elevations. The second floor of 
one building was actually removed and 
the two buildings were blended to cre-
ate a high-end office building.
(7) ABC Training Center

The ABC Training Center is located 
behind the National Support Center. 
The training center is where all of the 
ABC store managers come to get train-
ing and meet with company execu-
tives.
(8) United Industries

United Industries rents a facility 
on Prince Hall Drive between the ABC 
Training Center and Cotta Transmis-
sion. A manufacturer of stainless steel 
tubing with a main site on 1546 Henry 
Ave., United Industries rents the 
16,000-square-foot space on the ABC 
campus to cut metal. There are about 
four employees at the off-site facility. 
(9) Cotta Transmission

Cotta Transmission, not a Hendricks 
company, moved into the building next 
to Amcraft/Mulehide from Rockford. 
The 100-year-old building belonged to 
Fairbanks Morse and sat empty and 
dilapidated for nearly 50 years. Hen-
dricks purchased the building and 
rehabilitated the 65,000-square-foot 
structure. In 2000, Cotta Transmis-
sion Company LLC signed a lease with 
HDG to move to Beloit and relocated 70 
Cotta employees into the newly reno-
vated property. The project totaled $4 
million of HDG investment.
(10) American Construction Metals

The former OP building of Fair-
banks Morse at 1600 Park Ave., was 
vacant for about a year before Hen-
dricks purchased it in 2004. In the past 
Fairbanks Morse had used the build-

ing to manufacture opposing pistons, 
until the naval engines they were used 
inside became obsolete. 

Hendricks decided to purchase the 
370,000-square-foot building in order 
to fill it up with his company, Ameri-
can Construction Metals (ACM). The 
metals company had started in the saw 
tooth building at 2 ABC Parkway. 

Hendricks noted that both ACM and 
the ABC Supply Co. catalog division in 
the main office at 2 ABC Parkway had 
doubled. Hendricks decided to move the 
catalog division to the old saw tooth 
building and American Construction 
metals to the former OP building. 

When purchased, Corporate Con-
tractors, Inc. project manager T.J. 
Gonfiantini said the 370,000-square-
foot OP building was in desperate need 
of repair. Corporate Contractors Inc. 
(CCI) – a Hendricks construction com-
pany – started a $9 million renovation 
project in the summer of 2005. 

ACM moved to the new building in 
the spring of 2006. The company grew, 
adding 60 new jobs. 

By the end of 2007 Hendricks said 
there will be 150 to 200 new jobs cre-
ated because of the move to the former 
OP building. 
(10) Ironworks Complex

The Ironworks Complex, was pur-
chased Hendricks in 2001 after the for-
mer Beloit Corporation declared bank-
ruptcy in 1999. 

At the time the 37-acre complex was 
in desperate need of repair. CCI started 
converting the old buildings at the Iron-
works Complex into usable space. The 
renovations to take place over the next 
five years would surpass $13 million.

The former Beloit Corp. offices, 
foundry and manufacturing areas are 
now the office settings for organiza-
tions, financial institutions and an art 
gallery. 

Approximately 500 workers are 
employed throughout the complex.

Current occupants in the Ironworks 
include Amfinity Capital LLC, Corpo-
rate Contractors, Inc., Beloit Regional 
Hospice, First American Credit Union, 
Henry Technologies, Material Enhance-
ment Inc. Pierce Distribution Services 
Company, Sieberling Association, Inc, 
State Collection Service, Inc., American 
Industrial Arts Gallery, Kerry Group, 
HDG, American Aluminum Extrusion, 
Stateline Community Foundation, 
Stainless Steel Tank & Equipment, 
Van Marter & Associates and Specialty 
Automation. 

There were three new tenants which 
came on board in 2006 –  Specialized 
Automation, Henry Technologies and 
Stainless Tank & Equipment. 

“Back in its day the Ironworks Com-
plex supported thousands of families in 
the Stateline Area. Our goal has been 
to re-establish it as a pillar of support 
for people in Beloit,” said Tim Weeden, 
HDG director of government affairs.

The following properties are shown

(11) Kerry Group

Kerry Americas leases 36,000-
square-feet of space from HDG at 690 

Third St., formerly the Executive Office 
Building for Beloit Corp.  Kerry Ameri-
cas began leasing this space in October 
2005. Kerry occupies three floors of 
office space there. The company moved 
approximately 80 employees into this 
space from its East and West Grand 
and Millington Road offices.   

The facility at 690 Third St. is 
equipped with the three floors of office 
space, a training room, multiple confer-
ence rooms and a kitchen facility. The 
catwalk connecting Kerry to the build-
ing at 655 Third St. allows Kerry and 
the rest of the Ironworks employees to 
meet during breaks and lunch in the 
Ironworks cafe.

 Also in this building is Van Marter 
& Associates, a full-service staffing 
firm. Van Marter leases 10,000-square-
feet of office space in the southeast rear 
portion of the building.
(12) 655 Third St.

At 655 Third St. the following busi-
nesses are housed: HDG, Amfinity Cap-
ital LLC, Corporate Contractors, Inc., 
Beloit Regional Hospice, First Ameri-
can Credit Union, Henry Technologies, 
Material Enhancement International, 
Sieberling & Associates, Inc., Pierce 
Distribution Service Company, State 
Collection Service, Inc., and American 
Industrial Arts Gallery.
(13) 601 Third St. 

 The building along the Rock River 
with the purple, pink and yellow mir-
ror original mural is the former Beloit 
Corporation’s assembly floor and ware-
house. Currently Pierce Distribution 
uses 272,000-square-feet of warehouse 
space.
(14) Former Foundry Building

Pierce Distribution is still at 655 
Third St., but for the past couple of 
months it is also leasing space in the 
Beloit Corp’s former foundry. Founded 
in 1954, Pierce Distribution does pack-
aging and shipping. 
(15) American Aluminum Extrusion

American Aluminum Extrusion at 
705 Fourth St., heats, softens and forms 
aluminum products. The company at 1 
St. Lawrence Ave. invested $8 million 
when it added 30,000 square feet of 
space for its shipping area and a second 
extrusion line in 2006. The company 
also hired 47 additional workers for a 
new fourth shift. 
(16) Former Pattern Shop

Patterns and the storage of other 
historic items from the former Beloit 
Corporation are housed here. 
(17) Heritage View

Located on Pleasant Avenue, near 
the intersection of Bushnell and Pub-
lic avenues, Heritage View is 52,000-
square-foot mixed-use development 
with four retail spaces on the first floor, 
14 upscale condominiums on the second 
and third floors and an underground 
parking garage.

CCI began construction on Heri-
tage View in October of 2005. The city 
awarded HDG city-owned land for the 
development in fall of 2004. The goal 
of the $4 million investment was to 
increase foot traffic downtown. 

After construction was completed 

in November, Pleasant Street Coffee-
house opened in early January.  Quiz-
no’s Subs and LifeCircle, a financial 
services firm, plans to move to Heritage 
View. 
Other properties

The following properties are not 
shown on the aerial photograph but are 
also Hendricks developments in Beloit. 
Save-a-Lot

Save-a-Lot, 1223 Park Ave., is 
another new business Hendricks 
helped usher into Beloit. The site has 
undergone a $1.3 million investment to 
become what it is today. 

Years ago the site was a gas station, 
ABC Supply Co. office, and then Mer-
rill Community Center. When Merrill 
moved HDG purchased and assembled 
the six acre site and then constructed 
the grocery store which it leased out to 
Save-a-Lot. 

“I thought it was a good idea to have 
shopping available for a low income 
neighborhood. It allows people to get 
groceries at a reasonable price within 
walking distance,” Hendricks said. 

The 15,000-square-feet store opened 
in June of 2004 and now employs 20 
people, according to TC Collins, Save-
a-Lot store manager. 

“If Ken Hendricks wouldn’t have 
invested in this building we wouldn’t 
have been here and wouldn’t be able 
to provide a service to our customers,” 
Collins said. 
Avid Pallet Services

Avid Pallet, an ABC affiliated com-
pany, is located in the former Eddy 
Street Foundry at 1401 Eddy Ave. 

The 100,000-square-foot building is 
on 13 acres of land. The building was 
the former Beloit Corporation’s foundry 
until it was purchased by Primecast 
and later by Hendricks. 

Today Avid Pallet employs about 
90 people. In business for 20 years, 
Avid Pallet Services provides recycled, 
new and combination pallets as well 
as crates, lumber and custom designed 
projects for companies throughout the 
Midwest. 

Former Beloit Catholic High School 
Building

Hendricks purchased the 45,000-
square-foot building in 2000 from the 
Madison, Wis., Diocese after the school 
closed down. Currently the east half of 
the building is leased to Beloit Head 
Start Child and Family Center at 1221 
Henry St.

“We are in negotiations currently 
with another not-for-profit for the west 
half of that facility,” Slavish said. 
Blackhawk Transport

Blackhawk Transport, located at 
1431 Manchester Road, was founded in 
1990 as ABC Express by Hendricks and 
the company’s first employee, Ken Ind-
gjer who is still part of the Blackhawk 
team as director of operations. In 1998 
the name changed from ABC Express 
to Blackhawk Transport. Today, Black-
hawk has more than 150 trucks, all 
less than 24 months old, and 60 owner 
operator trucks. The fleet grows by 
more than two new trucks each month.

Hendricks
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ABC Supply Company, Inc. is the 
largest wholesale distributor of roof-
ing in the United States, and one of 
the nation’s largest distributors of sid-
ing, windows and other select exterior 
building products.

The company’s national support cen-
ter is located at One ABC Parkway 

along Beloit’s riverfront. ABC operates 
more than 350 stores with 5,800 asso-
ciates in 45 states and the District of 
Columbia

Most ABC Supply stores offer a wide 
assortment of exterior building prod-
ucts including roofing materials, sid-
ing, windows and gutters as well as 

the tools and equipment professional 
contractors need. A few branches carry 
only roofing materials. The ABC Sup-
ply catalog division gives contractors 
easy access to more than 6,000 prod-
ucts from hand tools to power tools, 
fasteners, caulks, sealants, ventilation 
equipment and specialty materials.

 In the future, ABC Supply will con-
tinue to pursue its strategy of growth by 
opening or acquiring new distribution 
centers in new locations. In five years, 
ABC Supply anticipates operating 500 
stores and increasing its annual sales 
to $5 billion.
